"The mass of mankind is exactly in tls state of consciousness today
and will continue in it, until they accept the Godwithin their hearts as the Owner,
Giver, and Doer of all the Good that has ever comiato their lives and world.

"The personal self of every individual must acknowledge completely and
unconditionally that the human or outer activity of consciousness has absolutely
nothing of its own. Even the energy, by which one recogrég the Great God Within,
is radiated into the personal-self by the Great Godelf. "Love and praise of the
Great Self Within and the attention maintained focused upon Truth, health,

"The greatest crime in the Universe against the Lawof Love is humanity's almost
ceaseless sending forth of every kind of irritabl@nd destructive feeling. "One day
the race will come to realize and recognize that th sinister, destructive forces
manifesting on this earth and in its atmosphere gerated, mark you, by human
thought and feeling-have only entered the affairsfandividuals or nations, through
lack of control in the emotions in everyone's dailypersonal experience. Even
destructive thoughts cannot express themselves astian, events, or become physical
things, except by passing through the world of fewlg; for it is in this phase of
manifestation that the activity of coalescing the lpysical atom upon thought forms
takes place.

"As the noise from a sudden explosion shocks the m@us system of one who hears
it, setting up a trembling sensation in the cellulastructure of the body-in exactly
the same way do the flares of irritated feeling shak, disturb, and disarrange the [9]
finer substance in the atomic structure of the mindbody, and world of the person
who sends them outgonsciously or unconsciously-intentionallyr unintentionally.

"Discordant feeling is the producer of conditions ve call disintegration, old age, lack
of memory, and every other failure, in the world ofhuman experience. The effect
upon the body structure is the same as that produdeupon a building, if the mortar
holding the bricks together were to receive repeatk shocks, and each day those
were to be increased.

Removing his hand, he
continued: "l wish you to fix firmly in mind, and r ecall frequently for contemplation
the fact that the Laws | explain, and teach you tause, are to bring you into a
condition of Conscious Mastery over all forces anthings on earth. This means that
no matter what is being experienced you are alwayat every instant in complete,
conscious control of your own mind and body, and db to use your own free will at
all times.

"In this state of Projected Consciousness, you areompletely conscious and have
full mastery over all your faculties every instant. There is nothing whatsoever about
any of this instruction and its use, that is eitherof the trance or hypnotic condition
at any time, for in both trance and hypnosis the geriencing individual's Conscious
Will is not functioning, which is a most dangerousand disastrous activity to anyone
who permits it to take place in his mind and body. [34] "There is no Conscious
Mastery or Dominion in trance or hypnotic practices and they are most destructive
and dangerous to the Soul Growth of the one who perits such practice. Please
understand thoroughly that the Conscious Control, Mistery, and use of the forces
and things on this earth, should at all times be wter the direction of your Inner or
God Self, through the perfect co-operation and obeaence of all outer faculties in
both mind and body, to that Inner Guidance.

"There is no such thing as Mastery without this, ad those known as the Ascended
Masters never, never intrude any activity upon theGod-given prerogative of the
individual's free will. "A student may be given the experience of Projection, if an
Ascended Master choose to expand his consciousndssiporarily, so that he
experiences things happening in two or more placest the same time. In such a
condition, the student's faculties are completely nder the control and direction of
his own free will at every moment. He is fully coscious and active wherever his
body may be, and also at the place to which the Aseded Master chooses to direct
his attention for the instruction. [35] "The reason an Ascended Master
temporarily raises the consciousness of the studerg to show him how he may do
this same thing for himself by his own effort consously and at will.

"Projected Consciousness is but increasing the ratef vibration of the atomic
structure in both the mind and body of the student. This is done by the radiation



from an Ascended Master, and is an activity of théLight' which increases the
vibratory rate up to the keynote He sets for the gxerience. In the higher rate, one
uses his faculties of sight and hearing exactly &® does in daily life, except that they
are expanded into the next octave or zone above theman.

"Such use of our senses is the same as we expereeevery moment of the waking
state, because we can become aware of that whichnsar and that which is distant
at exactly the same instant. The expansion or caaction of our consciousness is
dependent entirely upon what the individual desires This is always subject to the
free will and conscious direction of the student."One can of his own choice be
conscious of a certain tree in his garden or of thentire garden. He uses the same
faculty of sight to observe both, and uses it in @ctly the same way. When he wants
to see all of the garden, he makes his sight enlargts activity until it takes in all he
desires. [36] The larger expansion still includethe smaller; so you see, you must
be conscious of the full control of all your facules in both places at the same time.
The activity that takes place is really an enlargemnt of the force field in which the
sight acts. "The use of your faculty of sight, inthis projection or expansion of
consciousness, is accomplished by the raising okthibratory rate in the optic nerve.
The whole process corresponds to the thing that tas place when one uses a field or
marine glass.

"In ordinary experience, human consciousness has ba accustomed to use its
faculties only within certain zones or force fieldsand the proof of this is that one
can listen to the sound of a person's voice, who physically present in the room
speaking to him, and one can also hear the bell aftelephone ring somewhere else
in the house at identically the same instant. Alhe faculties of the outer activity are
elastic. They may be used as either a microscopeatelescope, depending entirely
upon the desire and will of the individual. "If one can be conscious of sound in the
room in which his physical body stands, and also baware of sound two or three
rooms distant, by exactly the same process, in ailktfarther expansion of this
faculty, he can hear at a more distant place. Toalthis, one must increase the
vibratory rate until it reaches into the more distant zone. [37]

"When you contemplate this Great Inner God Activity, do you not see how perfectly
and readily the outer senses merge into the Innegnd what has been two becomes
One. "This activity of consciousness can be apptigo all the other senses, as well as
those of sight and hearing. Such a raising process natural, normal, and
harmonious, as simple as the tuning of your radioso any desired wave-length.
Radio wavelengths and those of sight and hearing arparts of the same activity.
Sound contains color and color contains sound. Ilordinary daily experience,
human beings can hear color and see sound whenevkey become still enough.

"Within certain octaves or zones, vibration registes upon the nerves of the eyes and
the result is what we call sight. Others registeupon the nerves of the ears and the
result is what we call hearing. The average persteyes only see objects whose
vibratory rate comes within these certain octavesfor they do not see below the



infra-red, or above the ultraviolet ray or zone. Through the Radiation of an
Ascended Master, the atomic structure of the brairand eye vibrates fast enough to
expand into the next octave above the human. "Thisame activity can be expanded
several octaves further, either by the Master's Radtion, or at the command of the
Inner or God Self of the individual. [38] Many persons do have such experiences
involuntarily, but rarely understand, what they mean, or how they come about. In
cases, where individuals have had moments of Trarsedent Consciousness, or been
highly inspired, this is what has occurred, althoug they seldom recognize the
assistance they have been given.

"Projected Consciousness or Vision has nothing whabever to do with mental
pictures, produced by suggestions that exist onlynithe minds of other human
beings. Such thoughts and pictures are but flashedirectly into the mind of another
person, by the one sending the suggestion. It iset same activity that takes place
when one reflects the image of the sun into a mirrpand then deflects it upon the
wall. "Suggestion is as different from Projected ©nsciousness, as thinking about a
place is different from being physically present. Projection is vivid, living, real, as
when your physical body is going through an experige, for it is the action of your
Inner God Self with whom the Ascended Master is ONH he Supreme.”

Saint Germain and | then became observers andsact@ scene of long ago. Again, |
was outwardly conscious of going through experisrgf®@wn me in thought, feeling, and
action. The entire operation was as natural amohalas breathing, and the only unusual
sensation about it was the feeling of greater fveednd a sense of dominion.

"No matter how strange, unusual, and impossible anexperience seems to
humanity's present mental state, it is no proof thathere is not a Greater Law and a
Wiser Intelligence acting, to produce greater wonde of creation surrounding us all
the time. "The knowledge of the greatest minds ohumanity in the outer world
today, is to this Great Inner Wisdom and Power, ashe understanding of a small
child is to the study of calculus.”

In her
left hand she held a crystal sphere about six mameliameter and in her right, uplifted
like that of the other figure, was a scepter of nstrange design. About two thirds of the
lower portion was made of gold, terminating in a&apshaped point, the upper third
composed of a crystal like substance radiantly hams.

"Contemplate the fact that your ability to create and see a picture within your
own consciousness is God's attribute of sight, aotg in you.

God's Life and Power areacting within your consciousness
to propel into your outer world, the picture you are seeingand feeling within
yourself.

"Keep reminding the intellect that the ability to picture is an attribute of God-the
attribute of sight. The power to feel, experienceand associate with the perfected
picture is God's power. The substance used in theorld without, to make the form
in your picture and plan, is God's pure substance.

Then you mustknow, God is the Doer, the Doing, and the Deed of every
constructive form and action that ever has been seérforth into the world of
manifestation. When you thus use all the construiste processes, it is impossible for
your plan notto come into your visible world.

[104] "Read your desire or plan over, as manyimes in the day as possible and
always just before retiring, because on going to etp, immediately after
contemplating the picture in your own mind a full impression is left upon the
human consciousness undisturbed for a number of hosi enabling it to be recorded
deeply in the outer activity, and allowing the fore to be generated and accumulated,
which propels it into the outer experience Life. h this way, you can carry any
desire or picture into your consciousness, as it t&ars the Great Silence in sleep.
There it becomes charged by God's Greatest Power dmActivity which is always
within the Heart of the Great Silence.

"Under no circumstances discuss either your e or the fact that you are
visualizing with anyone whatsoever. This is impettave. Do not talk to yourself
about it out loud, or even in a whisper for you shold realize that the greater the
accumulation of energy generated by your visualizain, contemplation, and feeling
the reality of your picture, the quicker it will come into your outer experience.

"Thousands of desires, ambitions, or ideals would &e manifested into the outer
experience of individuals, if they had not discusse them with friends or

acquaintances. When you decide to definitely bringbout an experience, through
consciously directed visualization, you become THeaw God the Law of the 'One;’

to whom there is no opposite. [105]

You must make your own decision and stand back ofoyur own decree with all your

power. It means you must take an unshakable, detarined stand. To do so, know
and feel that it is God desiring, God feeling, Goknowing, God manifesting and
God controlling everything concerning it. This isthe Law of the 'One’ God and God
only. Until this is fully understood, you cannot ad never will get your

manifestation.

For the moment a human element enters, you ataking it out of God's hands
and of course it cannot express because you are melizing it by the human
gualities of time, space, place and a thousand arahe other imaginary conditions,
which God does not recognize. "No one can ever kmoGod, as long as he considers
a force opposed to God, for whenever he acknowledg¢hat two forces can act, he



has a resultant quality of neutralizing activity. When you have neutralization, you
have no definite quality either way. You merely hae nothing or no thing in your
manifestation. When you acknowledge God-The-One,ou have only Perfection
manifesting instantly for there is nothing to oppos or neutralize it no element of
time. So is it established unto you, for there isone to oppose what God decrees.

"Conditions can never improve for anyone until he @sires Perfection and stops
acknowledging a power opposed to God, or that theres something either in or
outside of him that can prevent God's Perfection fom expressing.

[106] One's very acknowledgment of a conditig that is less than all of God, is
his deliberate choice of an imperfection and that ikd of choice is the fall of man.
This is deliberate and intentional, because he isrele every moment to think
whatsoever he chooses to think.

Incidentally, it takes no more energy to thinka thought or picture of Perfection,
than it does one of imperfection. "You are The Crator localized to design and
create Perfection in your world and place in the Uiverse.

If Perfection and Dominion are to be expressegou must know and acknowledge
only The Law of 'The One.' The One exists and contils completely everywhere in
the Universe. You are the Self Consciousness offé,i The One Supreme 'Presence’
of the Great Flame of Love and Light. You alone a the Chooser, the Decreer of
the qualities and forms you wish to pour your Lifeinto, for you are the only
energizer of your world and all it contains. Whenyou think or feel, part of your
Life energy goes forth to sustain your creation. Cast out of mind then, all doubt or
fear of the fulfillment of that which you are picturing. Should any such thoughts or
feelings which are after all but human emanationshat do not contain perfection,
come to your consciousness, instantly replace theby the full acknowledgment of
your Self and world as the Life of ‘God-The-One.’ [107] Further than that, be
completely unconcerned about it, except during théme you are visualizing.

Have no set time in your mind for results, exapt to know there is only now just
the immediate moment. Take this discipline, use @nd you can manifest a resistless
power in action that cannot and never did fail.

"Always remember you are God picturing. You ae God Intelligence directing.
You are God Power propelling. It is God's Your Sultance, being acted upon. As
you realize this and contemplate the fullness of bften, everything in the Universe
rushes to fulfill your desire, your command, your pcture for it is all constructive,
and therefore agrees with the Original Divine Plarfor Self Conscious Life.

If the human side of us, really agrees to the Divs Plan and accepts it, there can be
no such thing as delay or failure for all energy hathe inherent quality of Perfection
within it, and rushes to serve its Creator. Perfeton is the only predestination there
is. "As your desire or picture is constructive, yo are God seeing His Own Plan.
When God Sees, it is an irrevocable decree oommand to appear now. In the
creation of this earth and system of worlds, God $a& 'Let there be Light,' and
Light appeared.

This reveals the
state of the disciple's development his strength awell as his weakness. The
Ascended Master is the All-Knowing Mind and the AltSeeing Eye of God, for from
him nothing can be hidden.

The one who wishes to come into the visible, tatgilPresence’ of the Ascended Host,
should understand that unless he makes himself adiRéing Sun of Love, Light, and
Perfection which the Master can expand, and use agart of Himself, that he can
direct to any place consciously at will, he woul@ liseless, merely a barnacle and
drain upon the Master's work and world.

If the student has not, be not willing to, or doesiot discipline the personal self, so it
is calm in mind, peaceful and loving in feeling angtrong in body, he is not material
that the Ascended Master can use in the more-thantman work that he does. [143]

When the student has not a strong, controlled, wetleveloped vehicle, he is unable
to co-operate with an Ascended Master, and thus deork of a kind which is beyond
that of ordinary human experience. "Were one of tlese Perfected Beings to take a
student without such qualities into his field of wok, he would be making the same
mistake one does in building a machine or home, tie constructs it of imperfect
material.

"That kind of material naturally could not stand unusual strain, under sudden
need, or prolonged service. Thus, it would not béhe part of wisdom, Love, or
mercy to subject anyone to an experience for whiche has neither the training nor
is strong enough to bear. As the Ascended Mastease the Acme of Perfection, they
naturally would not do anything except that which & just; loving and wise.

"The attitude of one who wishes to work in consc®go-operation with the Ascended
Host should not be, 'l wish | could go to them fanstruction,’ but rather, 'l will so
purify, discipline, and perfect myself, become sueahn expression of Divine Love,
wisdom, and power that | can assist in Their wotken | will automatically be drawn



unto Them. 1 will love so constantly, so infinitgl so divinely, that the very intensity of
my own "Light" will open the way for Them to accephe.' [144]

"My son, self-correction and control of the forceswithin the use of human

consciousness is not the work of a moment, nor a faof ease, lethargy, and self
gratification, for the senses riot within the averge human being, and he rebels
furiously against the restraint of his lower nature which is imperative, if he is to

govern these forces properly within himself, espeally in his feelings, so they may be
used and act only under the conscious Dominion oihGod Mind. "The saying that,

'‘Many are called but few are chosen,' is very true.

All are constantly being called, but few are awakenough to realize the ecstatic joy
and Perfection within the God Self, and to hear Its/oice in the 'Light' forever and
forever calling everyone back into the Father's Hogse. "Every individual on earth is
free each moment to 'Arise and go unto the Fatheis God Self, if he will but turn
his back upon the creation of the human senses, amdld his attention on the Only
Source in the Universe from which peace, happinessbundance, and Perfection can
come.

"There is a way for all to come into contact with he Ascended Masters, and that is
to think upon them, call unto them and they will arswer every call with their own
'Presence’ of Love, but the motive for the call musbe, Love of the One Source,
Love of the Light, Love of Perfection. [145] If this be real, determined, and
steadfast, the student will receive greater and geger Light, for the 'Light' knows
Its own and gives of Itself, unceasingly, uncondiinally, every moment. Ask and ye
shall receive, knock and it shall be opened unto yp seek and ye shall find, call unto
the 'Light' and the Ascended Masters will answer ya, for they are the 'Light' of this
world,

"Lotus served as a priestess in the temple of Mattanore than forty years with you and
your son.

original color and activity. They lasted for ngathree hours, and he revealed those
ancient experiences, as a living reality in Perd irtla.



The Inca ruler called the fourteen from the Goldty together, in preparation for the
most important event of his earthly pilgrimage. khew the hour of passing was near,
and the affairs of the empire had to be transfemexthe control of the elder son, whom
he was to appoint his successor at the banquet.

The palace was famous for centuries as the mosnifr@nt building of the period,
because the king had tremendous resources at mis\aod, throughout the entire reign.
He lived close to his God Self at all times and kieantold flowed into his use. The
interior of the palace was most ornate, the priva@ms of the royal family being
decorated in pure gold set with jewels, and thelsjraf the Sun used wherever possible,
as a constant reminder of the God Self Within.

The banquet hall was set with five tables of caneel# resting on white onyx pedestals,
each seating [147] twenty people, with theegxion of the royal table at which were
sixteen, these being the fourteen from the Goldiy, @e king, and the Master, Saint
Germain, who was then known as "Son Uriel."

In the
Inca's chair, the plumes were a beautiful violetSaint Germain's an intense gold; the
daughter's pink; the eldest son's violet, but flater shade than the ruler's, and those in
the chair of the younger son, white representirg dhthority of the priesthood. The
plumes in the chairs of the rest of the fourteemfrthe Golden City, were of varying
colors, beautiful beyond description, the coloresch case representing the office and
service that each occupant gave to the empire.

Cloths of a very soft material, heavily embroidevath thread of remarkable brilliancy.
covered the tops of the tables. The entire palea® lighted by self-luminous crystal
globes that Saint Germain gave to the Inca ruléemwhis instruction first began. The
king wore a royal robe of golden, metallic like f@bwith a marvelous jeweled
breastplate representing the "Sun." Over this vimsdibe of office, made of rich, purple
fabric trimmed with magnificent ostrich plumes anduhe entire edge, and deep collar.
His crown was a band of diamonds, that held threletvplumes at the back.

[148] These three plumes in the Inner Lifetd tuler symbolized the three activities
of the Godhead-Father, Son and Holy Spirit, acthmgugh man as Love, Wisdom, and
Power. The two sons were clothed in garments amtd their father's, except for the
long robe of state, each wearing the symbol of'@eeat Sun,” formed by a breastplate
of jewels. The crown of the elder son was set witteralds and the plumes at the back
were violet like the king's, but of a lighter shadehe headdress of the other son was set
with pearls, and his plumes were white, anothertsyrof his office as priest.

The king's daughter was robed in a golden fabrie fis gossamer silk, with an over-
drape of opalescent material, dazzling to behadd ¢hanged color with every movement
of the body. She wore a jeweled girdle of diamoswd emeralds with its panel reaching
nearly to the floor. On her head was a closen{ittap of woven material, and around the
neck a chain, on which hung the symbol of the "G&am" set in diamonds, rubies, and
emeralds. Her sandals were of gold, also jeweled.



Just as the king left his private chambers on thg o the banquet hall, a Blazing Light
Hashed through the rooms, and Saint Germain stetwdus, looking like a God. The
"Light" about him was almost blinding in its Bréince, and it took us a few seconds to
become accustomed to it. [149]  His beautifaldgn hair hung to the shoulders, and
was held in place by a band of blue diamonds ardbhedforehead. His own Intense
Radiance shone through the color of the hair, uinidoked like sunlight.

"Mankind throwgh the centuries has qualified
the Universal Substance with perish-ability and lintation, and the bodies it uses
today are expressing those characteristics. The & human race has storms of
hate, anger, revenge, and many other outbursts okélings and the four elements,
which have recorded those qualities, return them taman through the world of
nature as storms. The people of earth have catasiyns of thought and feeling as
resentment against each other, against injustice, gainst places and things,
knowingly and unknowingly sending out the feeling brevenge. The great sea of
Universal Substance upon which these qualities hav®en recorded expresses them
back to their source, the individual, by means oftte four elements, as cataclysms, in
Nature. "Such activities are but Nature's ways opurifying and shaking herself free
from the contamination of human, discordant thoughtand feeling, and returning to
her pristine condition-of God's Purity. "Every moment, each individual is receiving
into his mind and body the Pure and Perfect Life ofcod. [167] Each moment, he is
also giving quality of some kind to the Pure, Univesal Substance of God. This
quality he alone creates and generates and he musteive it back into his mind and
body, for all things in the Universe move in circle, and thus, return unto their
source. "The Ascended Masters have learned the 'waof the Circle,' 'The Law of



the One.' Hence, we impose upon the Pure Univers8ubstance only the quality we
wish to use, for the special work in hand.

If we desire a manifestation to express a certairehgth of time, we set the time, give
the command, and the Substance of which that spetimanifestation is composed,
responds accordingly. "In the case of the recordat the Royal Teton and certain
retreats throughout the world, it is necessary forour work that certain things be
made imperishable, in order to be maintained duringthe centuries. We decree that
guality into them, and they record exactly our decee, for Nature never lies. She is a
Truthful recorder of the qualities playing upon Her. She obeys us, and also obeys
man, but there is a certain activity within Her, that mankind is either in ignorance
of or else stubbornly refuses to acknowledge.

[168] For this ignorance and stubbornness, it payand pays and pays continually,
until the individual personal self learns and doesacknowledge this Fundamental
Eternal Truth: It is 'The Law of the One,” 'The Law of Love,’ 'The Law of
Harmony," 'The Law of the Circle, ' 'The Law of Perfection." "When humanity
really does learn that Truth and obeys Its Everlashg Decree, the discords of earth
and the destructive activities of the four elementwiill cease.

"There is a Self-generating and Self-purifying Fore within Nature that rises, and
throws off all that disagrees with the 'Law of theOne.' This force or Energy is a
Pushing Activity from within, out and is the One Paver expanding. If discord is
imposed upon Pure Universal Substance, the Electran Energy becomes
temporarily dammed up within it. When such accumuated energy reaches a
certain pressure, expansion takes place, shatteringe discord and limitation. Thus,
‘The Great Life of the One,' 'The Ever-Expanding, Luminous Essence of Creation,’
'‘God in Action’ overpowers whatever seeks to opposk, and goes on Its appointed
Way the Supreme Ruler of the Universe.

All Life
contains Will, but only Self-Conscious Life is free¢o determine upon its own course
of expression. Hence, the individual has free clhe® to express either in the human,
limited body or the Superhuman, Divine Body. He ighe chooser of his own field of
expression. He is the Self-Determining Creator. & has willed and chosen to live as
Self Conscious Life.

"When one individualizes within the Absolute, All-Pervading Life, he chooses of his
own free will to become an intensified, individual focus of Self Conscious
Intelligence. He is the conscious director of hiuture activities. Thus, having once
made his choice, he is the only one who can fulfithat destiny, which is not
inflexible circumstance, but a definitely designedplan of Perfection. It is a
blueprint which he elects to express in the realmfdorm and action.

So you see, my son, a human being may at any timetermine to rise out of his
human qualities or limitations and if he will give all of his Life, his Energy, to that



determination, he will succeed. Those of us who wea raised the body accomplished
the 'Ascension’ by giving all unto the God Self Whin and hence, It expresses
through us Its Perfect Qualities 'The Divine Plan éLife.'

Come, let us go." [170] As we started on our j@y; | was conscious of going south
and east. We passed over Salt Lake City, New @slehe Gulf of Mexico, the Bahama
Islands, and then came to a silver ribbon whichdwk to be a river. This we followed to
its mouth. As we proceeded the God-Voice Within ssd: "It is the Amazon." "Now,
be conscious," instructed Saint Germain, "thatGloel in you is always directing and is
Master of every situation."”

Just at that moment, we began to descend, and instant touched the surface of the
water. It seemed as firm as solid earth underfeet, and | experienced a feeling of
surprise at the contact. He explained further, Weacould go under water quite as well
as to remain on top, because the garments we vealiated a protective aura for a
considerable distance around our bodies, and ec@mtahe conditions we needed which
enabled us to explore the subterranean stratartbf @ad things under water.

The
entire country around it lay at an altitude ofesdt five thousand feet, and instead of the
tropical climate it has today, a semi-tropical temgture existed the year round. "For a
great distance in this locality, the country fornzethble-land or plateau. Near the mouth
of the Amazon were wide beautiful falls. [173]

The city, in which the obelisk stood, was builtveén the falls and the sea coast, about
ten miles south of the river. There were greatile=pand vicious animals to be found in
the Orinoco River, to the north." We came to aplaear the Madeira River, and Saint
Germain continued: "This is the site of an anc@@tyt, the capital of the empire and most
important place in the civilization of that peribéHere, he raised his hand, and it became
as clearly visible, as any physical city is today.

"Notice," he explained, "how it was built in a ss=riof circles and the business streets go
out from its center, like the spokes from the hdikaovheel. The outer circles were
pleasure drives built every third mile. There wsesen of these making the city forty-
six miles in diameter including the central circl@hus, the business activities did not
interfere with the beauty and convenience of theedr "The inmost circle was four
miles in diameter, and within it were placed the@xive buildings of the whole empire.

[174] One very predominant feature of their amettiire was that the top floors of almost
all the buildings, especially residences, weretlwiih adjustable domes. These could be
opened or closed at will, as they were construtctddur sections and arranged so as to
serve for either sleeping or entertaining purposése days were never uncomfortably
warm, and at evening the wonderful cool air from thountains came as regularly as day
appeared.”

We entered the capitol, an enormous structure edtgveauty. The interior was finished
in cream colored marble, veined in green and ther fimade of a dark, moss green stone
resembling jade in its texture, had been laid steptdy as to seem almost like one piece.

His
golden hair was heavy and hung full to the shosldeFhe royal robe was made of a
material that looked like violet colored silk vely&gimmed in gold and under it, he wore
a close fitting garment of soft golden fabric. K®wn was a simple band of gold with
an immense diamond in the center of the forehead.

"These people,” said Saint Germain, "were in dicgsttact with all parts of the world,
through marvelous aerial navigation that had beendht forth for their use. All light,

The Record, the Majesty of his "Presence” and "Decee" are burned into my
memory for eternity, so clearly do they remain in ny consciousness. | give His
Decree to you, just as it still stands before me.

"Beloved Children of the One Mighty God! knowest thou not the Life thou art
using is from the 'One Supreme Presence' -EternallyPure, Holy, and Perfect? If
thou doest aught to mar the Beauty and Perfectionfahat One Life, thou cutest
thyself off from the Gifts of thy God. [178] ThyLife is the Sacred Jewel of thy
God's Love-the 'Source' of the Secrets of the Univee. "Thy God doth trust thee
with His Own Heart's 'Light." Cherish It Adore It L et It ever expand unto greater
Light and greater Glory | Thy Life is the 'Pearl of Great Price.' Thou art the-keeper
of God's wealth. See thou use It for Him only anknow thou hast received the
‘Light of Life," for whose use thou shalt give an acounting. "Life is a continuous
Circle, the Principle upon which thy city is builded. If thou dost create That which
is like unto thy 'Source," and knoweth His Love andPeace within thee, if thou useth
thy Powers of Creation to bless only, then as thodost move around thy circle of
existence, thou wilt know the Joy of Life and untdt shall be added Greater Joy. If
thou dost not create like thy 'Source,’ thine evikhall return unto thee with more of
its kind. "Thou alone chooseth thy destiny and tho alone answereth to thy God for
thy use of 'Life,’ thy Being. The Great Law no onecan escape. Long, have |
proclaimed this 'Law of Life."

Only by My Light in
thee canst thou expand the Light in every cell bytBeing into greater and greater
Being. In thy throat is My Light which is thy poweto speak My Words. Through
these, | always illumine, protect, and perfect myildren. Words that do not this three-
fold mission are not My Words, and can only bringisery when spoken. "Meditate
upon My Light in thy mind, in thy heart, and thouh&lt see within all things, know all
things and do all things

[181] Then, that which is not of Me can never coolund thee. "I speak these words
now for they shall be engraved upon the tablets oéarth and the memory of its
children. In the far off day of which | speak, oneof God's children shall receive
these my words and shall give them forth to bles&é world.

"In that time, when thou hast fully received 'My Presence' and art letting It always
act in thy Life and thy world, thou wilt find the cells of. the body thou doest then
occupy, becoming bright with 'My Light' and thou wilt realize thou canst continue
on into that 'Eternal Body of Light," the SeamlessRobe of Christ. Then and then
only, wilt thou be free from the wheel of re-birth. Having traveled thy long journey
through human experience, and fulfilled the Law ofCause and Effect, thou shalt
transcend all conditions governed by Law and shalihyself have become 'The Law,'

action. It needs no preparation. It has All Power Come fully into the embrace of
your 'Light Self' and that moment, even today, yourpresent body can become
Ascended.”

As he finished speaking, the pictures ceased. \&f&t & short distance farther on, and
stopped at a place where a large flat stone lathemround.

The records showed thesplpawere in contact with all parts of
the world through wonderful airships. Followingstleivilization came one known as the
Pirua, and after that the Inca, both stretching aveeriod of thousands of years. Shortly
before the city just described was buried, it reacthe height of its glory and the Great
Cosmic Master, who had drawn the Light by whiclwds developed and sustained,
appeared for the last time to that empire.

He came to warn of impending disaster, and woulcelsaved its inhabitants, had they
heeded him.

[187] As | was shown these tremendous activities,wondered why a civilization
could be brought forth so wonderful, beautiful, andperfect in every way, and then
go down, through the terrible destructive activities of a cataclysm. Saint Germain
saw the question in my mind and volunteered the fldwing explanation: "You see,"
he said, "when a group of mankind is fortunate enogh to come under the
instruction and Radiation of a Great Master of Light, such as this Great Cosmic
Being, it is given an opportunity of seeing what ta Plan of Life is for humanity, and
the Perfection it is intended to bring forth and live in by its own conscious effort.
